· Be sure to explain why you don’t like those things

· Again, use statistics/specific reasons to support your ideas 

3. What is one thing you learned about the career that you didn’t know before your research?

· Be sure to give some explanation instead of simply listing a fact.

4. What kind of schooling/training would you need if you chose this career?  

· Be specific about where you might go to school 

· Where in the U.S. you would like to pursue your career?  Why?

5. Now that you have done extensive research, do you still want to pursue your career?  

· Give 2 reasons why you still want to or don’t want to pursue your career.

· Again, give statistics/specific reasons for why you will or won’t pursue it

You may take a piece of paper up with you as you talk, but don’t read the information – talk to the class using eye contact and energy in your voice.  I will grade your presentation on the following items:  amount of detail, level of preparation, eye contact, loudness of voice, and degree of energy.  It is worth 15 points total.
