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Lightning Soccer Lettering Guidelines
· “In Pursuit of Excellence” in Citizenship

· Represent the Soccer Program with class in all instances in the community.

· Stand for the EVHS School Song.

· Attend all assigned EVAA clinics during the varsity season.

· Show support for EVHS during the season by attending other sports programs and co-curricular activities/events.

· Remain chemically free and support the rest of the team in this endeavor.
· Participate in any and all EVHS Soccer fundraisers.
· “In Pursuit of Excellence” in Academics

· Make learning the number one priority during the school year.

· Represent the Soccer Program with class in all school related activities.

· Be on time to all classes.

· Sit in one of the first 2 rows of each class.

· Remain in good academic standing throughout the school year.
· “In Pursuit of Excellence” in Athletics

· Make a minimum of 4 appearances in a varsity game.

· Complete the season with no red cards and no yellow cards for dissent.

· Have no unexcused absences from practices, meetings and games.

· Be on time and properly attired for all team functions.

· Maintain proper conduct at all practices and follow all coaching guidelines.

· Follow through on all injury rehabilitation assignments.

· Ride on team bus to and from all games.

· End season in good standing with the soccer program (MSHSL Bylaw 206)
If an athlete fails to meet any of the aforementioned guidelines, additional community service, cardiovascular training, or limited playing time may be used to atone for the lack of judgment on the athlete’s part.  Remember- accidents only happen once.  

· Coaches Recommendation:

· The Lightning Soccer coaching staff by collective agreement may award any soccer player a varsity letter.
